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The Pharmacy Board of Australia (the Board) meets each month to consider and decide on
any matters related to its regulatory function under the National Law" and within the National
Registration and Accreditation Scheme (the National Scheme).

March Board meeting

The Board held a stakeholder meet and greet event in Adelaide on Thursday 23 March
2017, before the Board meeting on Friday 24 March 2017.

The Board welcomed over 50 attendees, including students, registered local community and
hospital-based pharmacists and key pharmacy stakeholders from South Australia.

During the evening, a panel discussion on ‘Emerging areas of pharmacy practice’ was
facilitated by Emeritus Professor Lloyd Sansom. The panelists were Adam Phillips, National
Manager, Pharmacy Innovation and Quality, TerryWhite Chemmart, Peter Halstead,
Pharmacy Regulation Authority SA, Steve Morris, Executive Director SA Pharmacy/Chief
Pharmacist SA Health, Debra Rowett, Director, Drug and Therapeutics Information Service
and William Kelly, Chair, Pharmacy Board of Australia.

Topics of interest raised during the discussion include the rapid transition of eHealth, better
use of health data, adapting the pharmacy services provided to what consumers want and
need and reducing fragmentation in the healthcare team.

COAG Health Council Meeting Communique

The Federal and state and territory Health Ministers met in Melbourne on 24 March 2017 at
the COAG Health Council to discuss a range of national health issues. The meeting was
chaired by the Victorian Minister for Health, the Hon Jill Hennessy. AHPRA CEO attended
the Australian Health Workforce Ministerial Council (the Council) meeting which brings
together all Health Ministers throughout Australia to provide oversight for the work of the
National Accreditation and Registration Scheme (the National Scheme). AHPRA and
National Boards provide a regular update to the Council on our work.

This meeting had a particular focus on the progress of amendments to the National Law
which among other things will pave the way for the registration of paramedics from 2018 and
a call for expressions of interest and nominations for first appointments to the National Board
prior to this. Ministers also discussed further amendments to the National Law to increase
the penalties for people holding out as registered practitioners.
